


Helping senior citizens with their eye care; 322 seniors benefit 
 
With the help of Central Singapore Community Development Council  (CDC), 322 senior 

citizens who were affected by poor eyesight were able to get free spectacles.  

The senior citizens aged 60 & above were given free eye checks and also subsequently 

were provided with spectacles. This sponsorship was part of an ongoing collaboration 

between the CDC and The Lens Men. 

322 senior citizens from Care Corner, AWWA and Redhill Moral Seniors Activity Centres 

(SACs) benefited from the free primary eye care. 

Besides providing an eye-screening and refraction test, The Lens Men also donated and 

dispensed 192 pairs of spectacles for both distance and reading prescriptions to seniors 

who required vision correction for a total sponsorship of $26,000.  

The seniors who qualified for the eye checks and glasses prescription were chosen on a 

needs basis, and the entire project – including the administration of the eye checks and 

prescription and distribution of glasses – was completed recently. 

“As part of our many Helping Hands approach, Central Singapore CDC will continue to 

look out for more corporate partners to enable our seniors to lead more meaningful 

lives,” says Mr Wan Kwong Weng, chairman of Central Singapore CDC’s Community 

Impact Programmes committee who helped link up the CDC with The Lens Men.
